Express (EmX). The trail runs adjacent to the BRT lanes,
which are limited to bus traffic only. Both the path and the
EmXlanes are located in the middle of Pioneer Parkway.

The Rosa Parks Path links downtown Springfield at Main

Street with the city’s northern, residential area.
