For
example, the Vaniard Trail branches off to the south at
Hoffman Farms Drive and connects to a subdivision of homes
and Hoffman Farms Elementary School. It ends at Municipal
Park and Pool, which has baseball diamonds, soccer fields, a
pool and plenty of parking.
