True to its name, the Heart of Ohio Trail lies in the central part of
the state, extending between Mount Vernon and the Knox-

trail, the park has an industrial past. Once the site of a glass
manufacturing plant, the 250-acre park houses unique
sculptures (including a glass “stream”) and a labyrinth, in
addition to a towering smokestack with a staircase spiraling
around the outside that you can climb for a breathtaking view
of the countryside.

Heading southwest from Mount Vernon along the route, the
trail loosely parallels Dry Creek, which gets quite close to the
path at some points. Several bridges on the route take trail
users over the creek. From spring through fall, wildflowers
add to the trail’s beauty.

Where the Heart of Ohio Trail crosses US 36—about 2 miles
northeast of Centerburg—the trail passes a monument
denoting the highest point on the Heart of Ohio Trail at 1285
ft. This is also the highest point along the entire Ohio to Erie
Trail.

At the southern endpoint along N County Line Rd (Hwy 51) in
the outskirts of Centerburg, the trail is situated in the Newell
Recreation Preserve, which features 40 acres of wetlands and

True to its name, the Heart of Ohio Trail lies in the central praes.
