The 32.9-mile route follows the
corridor of two former railway lines, the Lake Erie & Pittsburg
Railway, which later became part of the New York Central
Railroad, and the old Akron, Bedford & Cleveland Railroad
(AB&C), often referred to as the Alphabet Railroad.

About the Route

The Bike and Hike Trail is a rambling route peppered with
bridge crossings and neighborhood roads in both rural and
suburban settings. Unlike most rail trails, which are fairly flat,
this route has delightful dips and rises. Playgrounds and
restroom facilities are ample, though trail users may want to
stock up on drinking water and snacks before striking out for
the day.

Starting at the northern end of Alexander Road, experience a
beautiful, mostly secluded, multi-use, paved trail, much of
which borders Cuyahoga Valley National Park.

As the trail winds south, it passes through rural
neighborhoods and wooded areas. With an early enough
