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Sweeping rural vistas abound along this rail-trail. The West County
Regional Trail is built along the corridor of the old Petaluma and

After 1mile, turn left onto Occidental Road, and go just under
another mile until you see the resumption of the off-road trail
on your right. Turn onto the trail and continue north 0.7 mile.
Turn right onto Grey Street in Graton, then take an
immediate left onto Bowen Street. Head 0.2 mile on Bowen
Street (note that there are no bike lanes for this stretch). Turn
left onto Graton Road, then take an immediate right at the
trail directional sign. Continue north on the trail 0.6 mile.
Turn left onto Green Valley Road and use the shoulder for
about a quarter mile before turning right at the trail
directional sign.[]

The paved trail will lead you to an elevated wooden boardwalk.
The section from Green Valley Road north for about a half
mile is compacted gravel and passes a wastewater treatment
plant, but the rest of this last section of the trail passes
through beautiful vineyards, picturesque farmland, and
orchards.

Roughly 2.2 miles from the resumption of the paved trail at
Green Valley Road is a sign for Pajaro Lane in Forestville.
