Perhaps the highlight of the Shoreland 400 Rail Trail—
named for the Chicago and North Western passenger
train that once ran through Sheboygan on its route from
Chicago to Green Bay—is a converted railroad trestle over
the Sheboygan River, which offers views of the city to the
west. Trail users can access Workers' Water Street Park
from the northern end of the bridge.
