The Colony Shoreline Trail offers 4 miles of parkland and wildlife
preserve for hikers, bikers, walkers, runners, gawkers, talkers, or

The Shoreline Trail is designed to blend into the natural
setting by using decomposed granite (DG) as the surface
material. In conjunction with a product from Presto
Geosystems called Geoweb, the trail design helps minimize
maintenance and increase sustainability. A large part of the
trail is located in USACE flood control lands of Lewisville Lake
and therefore subject to flooding in severe weather, so the use
of the Geoweb with the DG helps improve the trail's resistance
to the elements. Also part of the natural design, are five
pedestrian bridges that span creeks along the trail, and
several concrete low-water crossings at locations that are wet
during rainy periods. The bridges are made of weathering
steel to provide a rustic look and the concrete crossings are
stamped with a wooden plank pattern to further add to the
natural experience.

Being in a USACE wildlife management area, visitors can
expect to see a variety of native flora and fauna. Interpretive
panels are provided to enhance the inherent educational
opportunities of the area and awareness of the natural
systems.
