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The Riverparks West Bank Trail runs north?south along the west
bank of the Arkansas River through Tulsa. The popular pathway

The Riverparks West Bank Trail runs north–south along
the west bank of the Arkansas River through Tulsa. The
popular pathway runs 8 miles between Southwest
Boulevard (11th St. bridge) and 71st Street. The trail has a
less urban feel than its neighbor, Riverparks East Bank
Trail, which you can connect to via both the 11th Street
bridge and the 21st Street bridge. There's also a pedestrian
bridge connection at 29th Street.

Along the way you'll find scenic river views, a soccer
complex and River West Festival Park (hosting events
throughout the year). The trail also provides access to
Turkey Mountain Wilderness Area, with additional
unpaved hiking and off-road biking trails.

Stop near the soccer complex to watch kayakers plying

the Tulsa Wave, or drop a line in the pond near the pedestrian
bridge at 29th Street.
