Much of the Stones River Greenway runs parallel to
Stones River and provides access to a number of
communities and parks along the way, including the skate
park at Two Rivers Park. The trail serves as a sturdy path
through the Murfreesboro Greenway system. Trail users
can tread the asphalt while experiencing all the greenery
and wildlife the area has to offer. Witness all the life,
including deer and wildflowers, as well as the beautiful

limestone in the area.
