The Hetch Hetchy Trail extends diagonally through the
northwestern portion of Modesto on the wide right-of-way
of its namesake water pipeline, which runs underground
in Modesto. Operated by the San Francisco Public Utilities
Commission, the pipeline supplies water from the Hetch
Hetchy Reservoir in Yosemite National Park to the City by
the Bay.

Power lines run overhead, but landscaping adds visual
interest, while two scenic parks—Chrysler 99 Park and
Wesson Ranch Park—offer opportunities to play and
relax.

There are no dedicated parking areas for the Hetch Hetchy
Trail, but parking may be found on-street where the trail
crosses local roads.
