Between Foxdale Drive and Logsden Way there's a short
(about 0.25 mile) on-street connection. There are plans to
extend the trail south from Ocala Avenue to Lake
Cunningham Park and north from Abed Court, under
Interstate 680, following Silver Creek and passing under
US 101 to Watson Park. Bridge crossings over Silver Creek
are already in place at Kammerer Avenue, Lausett Avenue
and at Plata Arroyo Park.
