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Located along the north bank of the Kansas River, the Lawrence
Levee Trail runs along the top of the flood-control levee on the

Located along the north bank of the Kansas River, the
Lawrence Levee Trail runs along the top of the flood-
control levee on the outskirts of Lawrence. The trail offers
views of nearby farmland and the river as well as the
downtown area of Lawrence, on the opposite bank.

In the north, the trail provides access to Riverfront Park,
which features a disc golf course, off-leash dog park and a
wildlife and native grass preserve. At the southeastern
end of the trail, various hiking and mountain biking spur
trails provide a diverse range of experiences closer to the
Kansas River.
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Parking & Trail Access

Parking for the Lawrence Levee Trail is available near the
trail’s north end in Riverfront Park. The park’s entrance is
located at the intersection of N. 2nd Street, US 24 and US 40. In
the south, a small parking lot can be found at the southern
end of N. 8th Street.
