Lawrence Trafficway—also known as State Route 10—on
the outskirts of the city of Lawrence. The trail passes by
new residential developments, parks, farmland and
wetland over its nearly 12-mile length. A portion of the
trail winds through the Clinton Lake emergency spillway,
a deep gorge cut into the rolling landscape.

The trail also connects to the 6th Street Path and Clinton
Parkway Trail at intersections with the busy roads.

This trail is a key segment of the of the developing 22-mile
Lawrence Loop around the city.
