Along the way, the trail also
passes Yellowjacket Campground, Wolf Creek
Campground and the Camino Grove Campgound.

The forested trail offers glimpses of Union Valley, which is
now a reservoir; low water in late summer makes for a
receded shoreline. Interpretive signs tell about Union
Valley and its water resources.
