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True to its name, the Walking Dunes Trail offers a pleasant hike
through the dunes of Cape Henlopen State Park—specifically the

concurrent to the Walking Dunes Trail near the park's
campground, while the rustic Salt Marsh Spur bisects the trail
on its course from the Biden Center to tidal marshlands.
Along Dune Road, the Gordons Pond Trail parallels the
Walking Dunes Trail on its route south.

True to its name, the Walking Dunes Trail offers a
pleasant hike through the dunes of Cape Henlopen State
Park—specifically the “walking dunes,” which slowly
move across the park. Unlike some of the other trails in
the area, this trail has a firm crushed gravel surface with
gentle grades for most of the way.

Sand isn't the only scenery along the Walking Dunes
Trail: much of the route passes through woodlands and
tidal marsh. Still, the biggest draw is undoubtedly the
Great Dune, which towers 80 feet above sea level at the
trail's northwestern edge.
