Although this section is paved, it
contains steep slopes and bridges that make it unsuitable for
wheelchair users. The shadeless concrete surface could be
useful for athletic training or commuting purposes. A portion
of the trail between Flatbush Avenue and Howard Beach is
also considered part of the Jamaica Bay Greenway.
