The
trail is broken into two disjointed segments.

About the Route

The northern segment in Mill Creek runs for 2.5 miles
between McCollum Pioneer Park off Route 96 and 164th
St. SE. The Bothell segment runs for just over 5 miles from
north of Bothell at 208th St. SE south to the Sammamish
River Trail just south of Route 522.

From the north head of the Bothell segment, a paved
pathway heading westlalong 208 St. provides a connection
