Visit in autumn to experience the
vibrant fall colors.

Midway along the route, Trout Run Park (950 W
Neversink Rd, Reading) has a variety of sports fields,
including football, soccer and baseball. The park
bathrooms are open to the public dawn to dusk April
through October. Please note that pets aren't allowed in
park.
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Parking & Trail Access

Parking is available at the eastern end of the trail (intersection
of Gibraltar Rd & Old Gibraltar Rd, Birdsboro) and midway
along the route at the Trout Run Sports Complex (950 W
Neversink Rd, Reading).
