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through Orono, between Bennoch Road in the north (near the

The Stillwater River Trail hugs the west bank of its
namesake river through Orono, between Bennoch Road in
the north (near the cemetery) and Main Street at the
southern end. The trail passes through a densely forested
corridor and offers scenic views of the river. The trail
follows the route of a long-since-disappeared railroad that
once was used to haul timber from the area.

Parking is available in a small lot off Bennoch Road (Brownie's
Park) where it intersects Noyes Drive.
