At its northern end, the trail connects with the Big Cove
Creek Greenway, which can take travelers about 3 miles
north.

Future plans include extending the trail to the Goldsmith-
Schiffman Wildlife Sanctuary on the other side of US 431.
The sanctuary includes more than 375 acres of forested
bottomlands and fallow fields dotted with ponds and
swamps. An abundance of birds, deer, coyotes, wild boar
and other animals call the area home.
