If you head south where the Waverly
Rail Trail and Readlyn Grump Trail meet, you'll be on the
Denver-Jefferson Trail, which travels 2 miles into
downtown Denver.

These three trails are all part of the Rolling Prairie Trail
system, which, when complete, will include nine
communities, three counties, and two state parks.
