From Nashville, take 431 north (Whites creek Pike/Tom
Austin Highway). Make a left onto 41 (Memorial Boulevard).
Make a left (turn west) onto 5th Avenue. Turn right (north) on
N. Garner Street and continue until you reach Garner Street
Park (200 N. Garner Street). A parking lot is available in the
park and the trailhead is next to the lot.

At the eastern end of the trail, a parking lot is available at J.
Travis Price Park (4155 Wilkes Road).
