Apollo's Kiski Riverfront Trail, built on the former M-Line
Railroad bed, begins in downtown Apollo and follows the
scenic Kiskiminetas River (called "Kiski" locally) to North
Apollo. The nearly level trail is surfaced with fine crushed
limestone and stops just short of the popular Roaring Run
Recreation Area. An on-road connection can be made to
the 5-mile Roaring Run Trail by continuing south another
200 yards on Kiski Avenue, then three-tenths of a mile on
Canal Road to the trailhead.
