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The Mel Anderson Memorial Path, named for a long-
serving alderman of the Seventh Ward, stretches nearly 3
miles, connecting Lockwood Park, Searls Park, Bressler
Park and Talcott-Page Park. Mid-way, the trail offers
access to the Northwest Community Center and
approaches Kent Creek, which it follows for the rest of its
journey.

The route is lined with trees, though the southern-most
section (east of Central Avenue) travels through a
commercial and industrial area. Benches along the
pathway, as well as picnic tables and benches in the parks,
provide ample opportunities to rest and enjoy the scenery.
