you might see ducks, cormorants, pelicans, herons,
egrets, hawks or many others. The trail ends at the
entrance to Ramsay Park, which offers a nature center,
restrooms, picnic areas, playgrounds and athletic
facilities.

West of the trail, you'll find the Upper Struve Slough Trail
and the Ohlone Loop Trail, which you can use to explore
the neighboring Struve Slough.
