On the eastern end, the trail
offers access to the sprawling Cumberland Mall near the
interstate interchange - on the other side of this concrete
jungle lies a different kind of wilderness, with the
connecting Akers Mill Trail and the Rottenwood Creek
Trail allowing you to explore a pocket of wooded, natural
beauty along the Chattahoochee River.

Parking & Trail Access

On the trail's western end, you'll find a trailhead at Oakdale
Park (4160 Atlanta Road). Also nearby is the Mavell Road
Trailhead (4573 Mavell Road SE) at the starting point of the
Silver Comet Trail. Both trailheads offer parking, restrooms,
and water fountains. Another trailhead with parking only is
available on Gaylor Street SE (near S. Cobb Drive).

On its eastern end, you can find parking surrounding the
Cumberland Mall (located between Cobb Parkway and
Cumberland Boulevard).
