The 202 Parkway Trail, part of The Circuit (Greater
Philadelphia's trail network) connects three towns—
Montgomery, Warrington, and Doylestown—on its 8.4-
mile route paralleling the scenic byway. The paved 12-
foot-wide pathway is separated from the roadway by split-
rail fences and grassy strips, and offers numerous access
points and ample parking. Some rolling hills can be
expected, as well as views of farmland and wooded areas
through Bucks and Montgomery counties.
