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When completed, the Sleeping Bear Heritage Trail winds 21.2 miles
through the stunning Sleeping Bear Dunes National Lakeshore on

Maple City, between Little Traverse Lake to the east and Bass
Lake and School Lake to the west. Leaving off from[South
Bohemian Road, the trail heads northwest to the Port Oneida
Rural Historic District, which showcases Midwestern turn-of-
the-century farm life. The area preserves a rare collection of
more than a hundred buildings and farming sites dating back
more than a century. Note that most of the Sleeping Bear
Heritage Trail is paved except for the section of hard-packed
crushed stone running through this historic district.

After leaving the historic farm area, the trail then turns south
toward Glen Lake and then west into the town of Glen Arbor,
where the trail continues on low-traffic roads. Here, trail
users can find a grocery store, several restaurants, a bike
rental shop, and numerous other stores catering to the tourist
trade.

After exiting Glen Arbor, the trail continues west and winds
through D. H. Day Campground and the historic town of Glen
Haven before arriving at the Dune Climb—the primary point
of public access to the Sleeping Bear Dunes and one of
Michigan’s most famous natural features.
