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Parking & Trail Access

The best access is at Mary Frances Keisling Park on Gomez Rd
off Upper Valley Rd. Limited parking is available where the
trail crosses Vinton Road in Vinton, Texas. From Interstate 10,
take Exit 2 and travel west on Vinton Road (State Route 37).
The small parking lot is located just beyond the bridge over
the Rio Grande River, which you'll encounter just after the
traffic light at Doniphan Drive (SR 20).
