The Brushy Creek Regional Trail is an east-west corridor offering

Playground (Round Rock).

The Brushy Creek Regional Trail’s western endpoint is
atfTwin Lakes Park, at 204 E Little Elm Trl (Cedar Park). The
park and trailhead is also home to the Twin Lakes Family
YMCA. Heading east, the trail crosses underneath the 183A
toll road, where trail users can take a northbound connection
to the 183A Shared Use Path. The trail then continues east on
an uninterrupted path through wooded areas for 1.4 miles,
until it passes underneath a wooden railroad bridge dating
back to the 1880s that once carried granite to the state’s
capitol in nearby Austin. Ahead, the path comes to the
creekside Brushy Creek Sports Park, which houses several
sports fields, a skate park, and a disc golf course.l

Continuing east, the trail crosses underneath W Palmer Lane
to reach Brushy Creek Lake Park, a waterfront community
park where locals come to play sand volleyball, bocce, or
kayak.
