then the trail dives into the trees, where it stays for most
of its journey. It pops out at John A. Stefek Parkin a
residential area and continues to Broadway, a busy
commercial street. Along the way, there's a quaint
pedestrian bridge over Turkey Creek.

The northwestern end of the trail connects to thelDak
Savannah Trail.
