Less than an hour west of Philadelphia, the East Branch
Brandywine Trail begins south of Downingtown and
continues south along its namesake river.

Nature Area. The trail crosses over the river at
approximately its mid-point. Branching off from the main
trail are a number of unpaved paths for mountain bikes.

This trail is part of the Brandywine-Struble Regional
Recreation Corridor, which extends north and south
through Chester County.
