It's also part of the
larger East Coast Greenway, a widespread network
connecting trails from Maine to Florida.

The rail-trail’s first phase is complete. The paved trail,
running between Millersville Rd. and Waterbury Rd. for
1.6 miles, offers a pleasant, tree-lined corridor in this rural
community. Farther north, in Odenton, the trail is
anticipated to connect to the WB&A Trail in the future.

Farther east, on the outskirts of Annapolis, another short
section (0.8 miles long) is open between Annapolis Plaza
and Anne Arundel Medical Center.
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Parking & Trail Access

There is parking available at the trailhead on the west end
located on Board of Education property (Millersville Road and
Rt 3). On the Waterbury Road trailhead has a total of 3 spaces,
including one accessible spot. Mid-trail, parking is available at
Millersville Elementary School (1601 Millersville Rd.) during
non-school hours but there is no direct access to the trail.
