The northern end of the trail begins at Carpinteria State
Beach's Rincon Point and Rincon County Beach Park, a
popular surfing spot just outside of Carpinteria, and heads
south between the coast and the highway with a
decorative railing separating the trail from traffic. There
are signs for the[Pacific Coast Bike Route along the trail.
