Cleveland's latest link in the city's growing trail network is
the Red Line Greenway, a two-mile rail-with-trail project
that opened to the public in May 2021. The trail runs along
the tracks of the Cleveland RTA Red Line, taking trail
users along the rail corridor from the Michael Zone
Recreation Center in the west to a connection with the
Cleveland Foundation Centennial Trail to the northeast.

The Red Line Greenway offers a smooth asphalt path, with
a well-lit route that features pleasant natural landscaping
and native trees, helping to give the trail more of a scenic
feel despite its urban location. The trail runs through a
number of Cleveland neighborhoods, providing local
residents with a useful pathway to help navigate the
barriers formed by the railroad tracks and the nearby
interstate, making the trail an important, safe off-road
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connection.

The result of years of work from the city and local volunteers
to help clear the corridor for its new use, the Red Line
Greenway should provide residents with a pleasant recreation
pathway and a useful transportation route for years to come.
