Beginning in downtown International Falls, the paved off-
road trail travels eastward, paralleling Highway 11 along
the southern shoreline of the Rainy River. (Canada is on
the north side of the river.) As the trail curves northward
towards Rainy Lake and the city of Ranier, it becomes a
designated on-road shoulder route. At Jackfish Bay, the
route again becomes off-road trail before becoming on-
road again at Tilson Bay.

The remaining few mailes to the eastern terminus, much
