The paved bike path can also host walkers, runners, and in-
line skaters along its undulating route. Note that some of its
hills could be challenging for wheelchairs. The path is
managed by the city and enables visitors and residents to
conveniently explore local neighborhoods, schools, and parks.

The trail's western endpoint is at the Pleasant Valley Fields,
where ample parking (more than 600 spots), restrooms, and
drinking water are available. Located near a school and family
YMCA, the 55-acre park is equipped with playground
equipment, picnic areas, lighted sports fields, a snack bar
during events, and a paved pathway to allow for easy
navigation around the fields.

Running for 0.9 mile from west to east on the north side of the
park to the Kingdom Hall of Jehovah's Witnesses, the trail
arrives at a T junction at Calleguas Creek for the 2.6-mile
north-south trail segment.

Those turning south can take the trail for approximately 1
mile along the creek’s west bank to its endpoint at Pleasant
Valley Road and Bridgehampton Way. About halfway down,
Woodside Park can be seen to the east.
