The
Ogden River Parkway is also part of the Golden Spoke trail
system, which spans more than 100 miles between Ogden
and Provo.

Between stunning river views, hearty fishing, and access
to attractions such as Rainbow Gardens and the Historic

Additionally, visitors can
park at Big Dee Sports Park (1376[Park(Blvd), Ogden Botanical
Gardens (1750 Monroe Boulevard), West Stadium Park (1650
Jefferson Ave), and Twenty-First Street Pond (650 W 20th).00
