The trail
continues without interruption for several miles along the
western bank, heading through the sprawling and beautiful
campus of the University of lowa. Trail users may wish to
cross back over the river via a pedestrian bridge and head
south for a quick detour to check out the city's historic
downtown district and the university's main library.

The trail heads north into City Park, a large and beautiful
space that hosts a variety of recreational activities. Crossing
Park Road, the trail continues next to Dubuque Street,
gradually moving away from the river as it turns into a
sidepath on Foster Road and heads west. Users can either
continue on Foster Road through the Elks Lodge grounds and
golf course to reach Crandic Park at the bend in the river or
can turn onto Mackinaw Drive and head through a residential
subdivision to pick up the trail along the river again and head
into Waterworks Prairie Park.

At this point, the trail continues north on Dubuque Street,
tracing the east edge of Waterworks Park and heading all the
