Along the way, it also connectsvith several other trails
including the[Ream Wilson Clearwater Trail,[the Weedon
Island Trail, and the Druid Road Trailldt Druid Road.While
running along the northern edge ofilNortheast Coachman
Park (1120 Old Coachman Rd), the trail briefly overlaps with
the Ream Wilson Clearwater Trail.

Continuing south,the Duke Energy Traillfravels along Old
Coachman Road for 1 mile until it crosses the Gulf to Bay
Boulevard (Route 60) and moves away from roads. The trail
crosses Druid Road, where it connects with the Druid Road
Trail, and continues south along the power lines until it ends
on[Belleair Road.
