The trail has a natural surface and is moderately
hilly. It winds through wooded areas, crosses a few quiet
residential streets, and offers views of small streams. A
highlight is an observation deck overlooking the Catawba
River.

The 3.3-mile route is part of a larger 9-mile system
throughout the Baxter Village community, as well the
regional Carolina Thread Trail, which stretches across
North and South Carolina.
