The trail crosses Bolinwood Drive, and there is a slight
incline up to Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard. At present,
this is where the trail ends but construction is underway
to extend it to Umstead Park, with a hope to ultimately
connect to the natural surface Tanyard Branch Trail. If
you are looking for a longer excursion, you might connect
to the unpaved Battle Branch Trail at Community Center
