Suitable for hiking, mountain biking and horseback
riding, the single-track dirt pathway connects to a trail at
either end: Cottonwood Creek Trail (another natural-
surface path) to the north and the 40-mile, Denver-bound
Cherry Creek Regional Trail to the south. The Piney
Creek Trail, a paved 10-mile route, is also close to the rail-
trail’s southern end.
