This
wetland area provides the opportunity to see many types
of birds and other wildlife, including great blue heron,
sand hill cranes and bald eagles.

The trail is paved and just shy of a mile, but, for longer
adventures, it has a direct connection on its west end to
the Erie Lackawanna Trail, which stretches nearly 18
miles between Hammond and Crown Point.

On the east end of the Turkey Creek Trail is Prairie
Estates Park, which has a playground, picnic shelter, and
drinking fountain.
