Natural backdrops include
wildflower meadows and a salt marsh.

Pedestrian crossings over the Harlem River connect the
trail to downtown Manhattan. An adjoining trail, the
Randall's Island Connector, crosses the Bronx Kill
waterway, providing access to Bronx residents. On the
southeast end of the island, the Robert F. Kennedy Bridge
Pedestrian Walkway over the East River connects the trail

system to Queens.
