The Atlantic & Yadkin Greenway rail trail links
neighborhoods, businesses, and parklands. Leaving off in the
north from the Lake Brandt area, Greensboro's oldest and
second-largest reservoir, trail users will be treated to
beautiful lake views as the trail winds through a mixed pine
and hardwood forest alive with native wildflowers and wildlife.

Pause on any of several bridges, particularly the 140-foot H.
Michael Weaver Bridge, to spot such common and migratory
birds as bald eagles, blue herons, egrets, and ospreys. Signs
mark possible side trips on the Owl's Roost, Palmetto, and Nat
Greene trails.

From the intersection of Old Battleground and Lake Brandt
roads, the rail trail runs through a residential neighborhood
then crosses through Guilford Courthouse National Military
Park before skirting the western border of the adjacent
Greensboro Country Park.

At Pisgah Church Road, the Atlantic & Yadkin Greenway
carries on through what was once called the Battleground Rail
Trail. It runs parallel to Battleground Avenue (east side) to its
terminus at Markland Drive.
