Across the waterway from its big brother (the Burke-
Gilman Trail), the Ship Canal Trail runs along the
southern edge of the Lake Washington Ship Canal near
Seattle Pacific University. The trail links the Burke-
Gilman Trail via the Fremont Avenue Bridge with the bike
path on W. Emerson Place near Fishermen's Terminal.

The completion of the trail to its current western
terminus makes it possible for intrepid bikers and
runners to travel from Redmond to downtown Seattle
almost entirely on non-motorized paths. The Ship Canal
Trail is popular with dog-walkers and joggers.
